Once you secured a work contract of at least one year
full time that adequately suits your qualifications and
is paid market value, you may apply for a residence
permit with full working rights.
Upon holding a residence permit for the purpose of
employment as a “qualified professional” for at least
2 years (in accordance with Sections 18a, 18b or 18d
German Residence Act) and having acquired a Bl level
of German, you may apply for a settlement permit.*
*Other conditions apply, and exceptions may be made concerning
the required years of employment in Germany or the level of Ger-

man language, based on the qualifications and field of work.

Following our merge and starting with the upcoming
April 2025 intake, we offer direct entry via condition-
al enrolment according to Paragraph 58 Section 3
of the State Higher Education Act of Baden-Wiirt-
temberg into all our Bachelor's degree programmes,
whether in English or German, open to all interna-
tional students with secondary school leaving certif-

icates obtained outside of Germany or the EU/EEA.

The Direct Entry via Conditional Enrolment allows
you to start the SRH Bachelor of your choice directly
after high school, and prove your ability to study. It
may replace the requirement of doing a 'Studienkol-

leg’ or one year of university in your home country.

Prerequisite
Your secondary school leaving certificate needs to
grant you access to state-accredited university in your

home country or the country of obtention.

How does it work?

Once we have assessed you are eligible for the Direct
Entry via Conditional Enrolment, you will have a min-
imum of one year to obtain the 30 ECTS of your first

semester and become unconditionally enrolled at SRH.

Any other criteria?

Besides having access to university in your home coun-
try, you will need to comply with the GPA and specific
subject requirements of your Bachelor programme to

be accepted.

Time to Apply

We have a rolling admissions process that opens one
year before semester start. We offer conditional ad-
missions as well = which means you can apply anytime
between the start of your last year of high school and
the application deadline for your country, with your

existing transcripts and language certificate.

The SBW Scholarship programme recognises out-
standing young talents from around the world for their
dedication to volunteer work in their home countries.
The full scholarship covers tuition fees, accommoda-
tion, and a monthly allowance for living expenses. Re-
cipients will engage in social non-profit projects, ideally
with NGOs from their home countries, to improve living
standards. After graduation, they must return home
to apply their skills, with SBW Berlin offering guidance
and mentorship. A key requirement is a commitment
to work in their home country for at least 18 months
post-graduation. Currently, the scholarship targets
students from East-ern Europe, South America, Asiaq,

and Africa.

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Study Now, Pay Later
Pioneering Equal Access for Tomorrow's
Leaders Through Solidarity

The SRH Education Fund, in partnership with Brain
Capital, promotes equitable access to education,
regardless of your present financial situation.

This initiative, grounded in the Income Share Agree-
ment (ISA) model, commences repayments only after
successful career entry and once a specific annual
income threshold is achieved. For a maximum of 10
repayment years you pay back a predefined percent-
age of your income. Crucially, the contributions from
those earning above this threshold directly finance the
education of incoming students.

You will therefore embrace a solution that is built on
the principle of “solidarity community”, where es-
tablished graduates back the next wave of learners,

Part-Time Jobs for Students

A student job offers a dual benefit: it can bolster your finances
during your studies and provide invaluable work experience.

For non-EU/EEA students, the German Residence Act permits 120 full
days or 240 half-days of work annually, with freelancing off the table.
Meanwhile, EU/EEA students enjoy unrestricted access to the German
labour market.

During term time, you can take on roles for up to 20 hours a week,
which can be extended to 40 hours during semester breaks. Proficiency
in German significantly eases the job hunt, which is why at SRH we
offer free German courses for all international students.

While student part-time positions often align with the German
minimum wage, set at €12 per hour since 1st October 2022, your
potential earnings can vary based on your expertise, the sector you're

employed in, and regional market conditions.

Taxes explained

Holding a part-time allows students to earn up to €520 monthly
without incurring tax. If your regular income surpasses this limit, you'll
require a tax number and a portion of your salary will be deducted
each month. However, by filing a tax return at the year's end, students

can get this money back.
