The Connect Program — Soliya’s flagship Virtual Exchange initiative — is a unique cross-cultural
education and exchange program that enables college students from around the world to collaboratively
explore the relationships between their societies with the aim of improving intercultural awareness and
understanding.

Each semester, participants in the Connect Program will congregate into groups consisting of
approximately ten students each. Participants are drawn from institutions in North America, Europe, the
Middle East & North Africa, and Asia.
