* Post-Completion Optional Practical Training
(OPT) is employment authorization approved by
U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS)
for eligible F-1 students interested in engaging in
employment in the U.S. directly related to their
field of study after their certificate completion.

* F-1students are eligible for an initial 12 months
of OPT per educational level achieved.

X1to X199

Structured in accordance with requirements for UCLA undergraduate
courses, but include subject matter not part of the undergraduate
curriculum. Not exactly equivalent but transferrable for Bachelor’s

Degree at all UC campuses. Subject credit is determined by major
department.
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Course Information

X 400 to X 499

Generally post-baccalaureate credit-bearing courses and lectures in
professional fields, designed to standards of instruction used in
professional-level degree programs. Academic credit may lead to
certificate at UCLA Extension and may be transferrable for advanced
standing in degree programs, subject to the receiving institution.
