« Students usually take 60 University of St Andrews credits (30 ECTS) per semester or 120
credits (60 ECTS) per academic year. This translates to around three to four modules per
semester, depending on the weighting of each module.

» As a study abroad student, you can take modules from Faculties other than your own
(except Medicine).

« Most modules come in values of 10, 15, 20 or 30 credits. One credit represents the
outcome achievable by the average student through 10 notional hours of learner effort.
This means that you might take fewer classes than you would at home (for example, two
30-credit modules per semester).

It opens up the University of St Andrews alumni network to study abroad
students which is an invaluable resource. Students have the opportunity to have a
‘virtual’ cup of coffee monthly with an alumni who is currently working in their field of
interest allowing them to discuss their predicted career path and ask for guidance and
mentorship.
