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How does the call for the oral examination take place?

- Only after you have read the breakdown list published on the notice board, if you find 
that it coincides with another examination, can you swap your turn with a colleague, 
notifying the examiner on the day of the examination. 

 
- If you are unable to arrange a shift change, you will need to contact the Selda office via I- 

Catt (Richiesta Informazioni) by the date indicated in the schedule posted on the SeLdA 
board (Bacheca). You will need to prove that you have another exam at the same time, in 
order to be rescheduled to a fixed and non-modifiable date. If you are unable to attend 
the exam on the new date set, you will still be automatically rescheduled (without having 
to re-register) for the remaining calls of the session. 
 

-    Shift changes for other reasons are not permitted.
